COPD Reports
Goals from the COPD Charter and suggested reports:

1. Goal:
90% of  COPD patients >age 45 with one or more risk factors (tobacco smoking, occupational dusts and chemicals, indoor air pollution, outdoor air pollution, second hand smoke)  will have evidence of being assessed for COPD by the presence of documented spirometry results and classification by severity (Stage 0-4).

Report: 
Individual Patient Level - Any patient with “check mark” in “Currently Using Tobacco” or any data entered into “Other Exposures” will have something entered into Spirometry and/or Stage.
Summarized as: 
Denominator: all patients > 45 yrs “Currently Using Tobacco” or info in “Other exposures” at baseline
Report a. Numerator: patients with spirometry data entered in any spirometry field

Report b. Numerator: patients with “Stage” data entered in either “Stage” field

2. Goal:
100% of visits will show documentation of smoking status. Smoking cessation counseling will be done at each office visit for current smokers.
Report:

Individual Patient Level – Each patient will have a “check mark” after “Tobacco Status” on each visit date and for those patients who have “Currently Using Tobacco” checked under the section labeled “At the first visit, identify the patient’s current smoking status and exposure to second hand smoke” they should have at least one item checked under “Tobacco Cessation” in the bottom visit by visit section.
Summarized as:  

Denominator: all patients “Currently Using Tobacco” at baseline

Report a. Numerator: Patients with “Tobacco Status” checked at every visit.
Report b. Numerator: Patients “Currently Using Tobacco” at baseline who receive at least one check mark under “Tobacco Cessation” (any of the 5 bullets).
3. Goal:
90% of all patients have ever had a pneumococcal vaccine and have had an influenza vaccination within the past 16 months. 

Individual Patient Level: Vaccinations for influenza and pneumococcal.
Summarized as: 
Denominator: all patients

Report a. Numerator: Influenza vaccine data within the past 16 months.

Report b. Numerator: Any pneumococcal vaccine.

4. Goal:
100% or all COPD patients with FEV1 =< 65% (at baseline or repeat) will have a referral to a pulmonary rehab program. 

Report: 

Individual Patient Level: “Check mark” in “Pulmonary Rehab. Referral” 
Summarized as:  
Denominator: all patients with FEV1 =< 65% at baseline or repeat

Numerator: patients with a checkmark under “Pulmonary Rehab Referral” at any visit.

5. Goal: 90% of patients will have documented diet and exercise counseling.

Denominator: all patients

Numerator:  check mark under “Diet and Exercise” at any visit.

6. Goal:
80% of all patients will have documented self-management goals at each visit and patient education documented in the office record at least annually.
Report: 

Individual Patient Level: Each patient should have a check mark following self-management goals 

Summarized as: 
Denominator: all visits
Report a. Numerator: Check mark under “Self-management goals” or “Self-mx goal handout given and discussed” at each office visit.
Report b. Numerator: Check mark under any bullet under the heading Respiratory Education Materials (Given, or Reviewed) at least once.
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
